1. True Guilt – conviction from the Holy Spirit (Peter-Luke 22:58-62)
The Holy Spirit wants to Restore us !

2. False Guilt – guilt trip from Satan  (Judas)
Satan wants to destroy us

The Causes of Bitterness
1. Concentrating on what others have done to me – Psa 15:3

2. Thinking that others have a better life than me – Luke 12:13-15
3. Bitterness happens when my Pride is offended

4. Bitterness happens when I am mad a God

5. Bitterness happens when I plan Revenge – Rom 12:19

6. Knowing that I was at fault, too – Matt 7:1-5

7. Knowing I have the same problem in my life – Rom 2:1-3


How Does A Root of Bitterness Defile a Person ?  (Heb 12:15)

1. Bitterness is associated with the root of Pride

2. Bitterness results when my Pride has been offended

3. Bitterness is actually against God – who permitted the offense

4. A Bitter person becomes a depressed and hurting person

5. A Bitter person attempts to fill the aching hole in their lives with THINGS.

(Appetites, Habits, Entertainment, Possessions ) (GREED)

6. A Greedy person soon becomes a Lustful person  - Habits beyond control
7. Lust, habits, and things never satisfy

8. A lust-filled person turns to RELATIONSHIPS

9. No Relationship can satisfy – immoral relationships are sought to fill the aching hole of Pride, Bitterness, Greed, Lust.

10. The person soon becomes an ANGRY person

11. ANGER leads to murder, sex sin, abuse and violent crime

The Consequences of Bitterness

1. Physical Problems

a. Grinding, aching teeth

b. Hard facial features

c. Bone and blood diseases

d. Lower immune system

e. High blood pressure, colitis, goiters

f. Chemical imbalance in thyroid, pituitary, and adrenal glands

2. Psychological Problems

a.  Depression

b. Low self-worth

c. Low energy

d. Low concentration

e. Emotional drain – it takes a lot of energy to maintain a grudge

3. Spiritual Problems

a. Strained relationships with others

b. Inability to love God

c. Doubts regarding God’s love

d. We become LIKE the one we resent

e. We pass bitterness on to our children
