Discipleship in an Instant Society

Jeremiah 12:1-5

1  Righteous art thou, O LORD, when I plead with you: yet let me talk with thee of thy judgments: Why does the way of the wicked prosper? Why are they all so happy that deal so treacherously?

2  It is like You have planted them, and they have taken root.   They grow and bring forth fruit.   They talk about you with their mouth, but you are far from their hearts.

3  But you, O LORD, know me and have seen me, and tried my heart.   Pull them out like sheep for the slaughter, and prepare them for the day of slaughter!

4  How long shall the land mourn, and the plants of the field wither, because of  their wickedness?   The beasts are consumed, and the birds; because the wicked have said, God shall not see our end.

5 If you have run with the men, and they have wearied you, then how can you run with 

horses?  And if in the land of peace, you have been weary, then how will you survive the storm?

The Faith of Abraham and Sarah (Hebrews 11:8-22)

When Faith Demands the Unknown

8  By faith Abraham, when he was called to go out into a place which he should after receive for an inheritance, obeyed; and he went out, not knowing whither he went.

When Faith Demands Delayed Fulfillment

9  By faith he sojourned in the land of promise, as in a strange country, dwelling in tabernacles with Isaac and Jacob, the heirs with him of the same promise:

10  For he looked for a city which hath foundations, whose builder and maker is God.

When Faith Demands Supernatural Strength

11  Through faith also Sara herself received strength to conceive seed, and was delivered of a child when she was past age, because she judged him faithful who had promised.

12  Therefore sprang there even of one, and him as good as dead, so many as the stars of the sky in multitude, and as the sand which is by the sea shore innumerable.

When Faith Demands Steadfast Confidence

13  These all died in faith, not having received the promises, but having seen them afar off, and were persuaded of them, and embraced them, and confessed that they were strangers and pilgrims on the earth.

14  For they that say such things declare plainly that they seek a country.

15  And truly, if they had been mindful of that country from whence they came out, they might have had opportunity to have returned.

16  But now they desire a better country, that is, an heavenly: wherefore God is not ashamed to be called their God: for he hath prepared for them a city.

When Faith Demands a Sacrifice

17  By faith Abraham, when he was tried, offered up Isaac: and he that had received the promises offered up his only begotten son.

18  Of whom it was said, That in Isaac shall thy seed be called:

19  Accounting that God was able to raise him up, even from the dead; from whence also he received him in a figure.

When Faith Demands Death

20  By faith Isaac blessed Jacob and Esau concerning things to come.

21  By faith Jacob, when he was a dying, blessed both the sons of Joseph; and worshipped, leaning upon the top of his staff.

22  By faith Joseph, when he died, made mention of the departing of the children of Israel; and gave commandment concerning his bones.

The Faith of Moses (Hebrews 11:23-28)

The Faith of Overcome Phobias

23  By faith Moses, when he was born, was hid three months of his parents, because they saw he was a proper child; and they were not afraid of the king's commandment.

The Faith To Refuse Power, Position, and Prestige

24  By faith Moses, when he was come to years, refused to be called the son of Pharaoh's daughter;

The Faith to Choose Suffering with The People of God

25  Choosing rather to suffer affliction with the people of God, than to enjoy the pleasures of sin for a season;

The Faith To Respect God’s Payment of Reward

26  Esteeming the reproach of Christ greater riches than the treasures in Egypt: for he had respect unto the recompense of the reward.

The Faith To Forsake Egypt

The Faith to Endure the Wrath of The King

The Faith To Keep Your Eyes on the Goal

27  By faith he forsook Egypt, not fearing the wrath of the king: for he endured, as seeing him who is invisible.

The Faith To Keep God’s Cammandments

28  Through faith he kept the passover, and the sprinkling of blood, lest he that destroyed the firstborn should touch them.
